What Big Ideas are explored?
	[bookmark: _u0dhepoybilh]This unit  aims to enable a mindful approach to working with patterns. Pupils explore how artists and designers use patterns in their own work, and then go on to explore ways in which they can create patterns in a playful way. The children will have the opportunity to experiment with colour palettes and have the chance to play around with colours that compliment each other well, in addition to working with warm tones and cool tones. In Year 3, children were introduced to the idea of using scissors to paint and create collages. Throughout this unit, they will work sketchbooks to explore how they can make drawings inspired by “rules.” and how this can generate lots of different types of patterns. As their main assessment, children will again get to use scissors to create and invent their own shape based around objects they see. They will then use this stencil which fits together to create a continuous tessellated pattern.

(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: share pictures of repeated patterns - what shapes can you see? What colours can you see? How were they created?

· Introduce the idea of patterns. We see patterns everyday on objects, clothes, furniture etc. Patterns can be used to create art work and bring it to life. 
· To begin with, the chn will be shown a technique called sensory drawing. Explain that this allows us to experience patterns through touch. It allows us to make marks without actually making visible marks. 
· This process will be slow and gradual and should encourage the chn to be reflective and consider carefully where the next mark will be. 
· Ask chn to lightly draw some simple shapes on their piece of card such as different sized circles. Use some blue tac and a needle, chn will follow the lines drawn and punch holes in using a needle. Remind chn that they are allowed to space the holes as wide or together as they like. Play some calm music to allow chn to take their time and make the holes as the tempo of the music. 
· Then ask chn to turn their card of and feel the pattern they have created with their finger. Chn to think about how it makes them feel when making the pattern.

· Explore the work of Shaheen Ahmed. She manipulates maps and paper using Kirigami to connect her passion for Islamic art, and exploration of social justice. The concept of empathy is central to Shaheen’s work. Her manipulation of maps, over-writing with pattern and marks, is Shaheen’s way of commenting upon and mending the destruction and fear caused by boundaries and borders.

· Discuss questions below:

· Chn can record answers to questions in their books.

(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: Share work of Shaheen  Ahmed again - describe what shapes you can see? How has she created a repeated pattern? 
· Share key words and highlight ‘Rules and resolution’ - this demonstrates the idea that chn can devise their own criteria to help them make their drawings. 
· Explain to the chn that their sketchbooks are used for experimentation and having the confidence to be free with their ideas. Today they will be experimenting with creating patterns using their own rules to create these resolutions. They should use a double page spread so  books should look like this by the end of the lesson:

· To give guidance, model 3 different strategies using different mediums of how the chn can create these resolutions but ultimately the idea is for chn to make their own rules. 
· The first technique can be using felt coloured pens - draw different colours dots and join them using the same colours using a ruler. Chn can try this in their sketchbook a few times, using different colours, one with warm tones, one with cool tones etc. They could even experiment with lines. Encourage chn to annotate and write down the rules they have created next to their work.

· The second technique is cutting shapes of coloured paper and sticking this to create a pattern. You could cut the same shape in different colours or different shapes in the same colour. You might want to use more than one shape.

· The third technique could be drawing dots and connecting them using wavy lines. This experiments with different lines - wavey, straight, thick, curved.

· If you are short on time, choose  one of these techniques and allow chn to practise this a few times in sketchbooks experimenting with colour.

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: show examples of tessellated pattern  and ask chn what shapes they can see? 
· Explain that a tessellated design is one that locks together, in both directions when repeated. Today they will be exploring tessellated patterns and also experiment with how they want theirs to look. 
· Share the work of artist Andy Gilmore and discuss questions below: 
· [bookmark: _vdq5ujw6gy8g]Choose one of Andy’s pieces of art. Can you describe what you see?
· [bookmark: _o7jpo7x0j1cd]How do you feel when you look at Andy’s work? 
· [bookmark: _6tic8exozi84]Andy’s work appears in newspapers and magazines, record covers and in advertising. Why do you think Andy’s work is used this way? 
· Chn will now begin to create their tessellated pattern. To begin with, have a selection of objects on each table (sharpners, teddys, plants etc) and ask the chn what shapes can they see? Chn now need to invent their own shape using the objects to help and draw it on a piece of paper to create a stencil. 
· Share the steps of creating a tessellated pattern with the children by clicking here. They should have a stencil like this.

· In sketchbook, chn can now have a go at experimenting with their stencil and using it to create a tessellated design. Remind the chn this is just a practice so it does not need to be perfect. 
· Encourage chn to explore different colour pallets, this could be using complimentary colours or warm tones together or cold tones. 
· By the end of the lesson, chn should have 3-4 versions of their pattern in their sketchbooks with different colours. If time, chn can discuss and even annotate which ones they prefer and why. 
· Chn should then place their stencils inside sketchbooks for the next lesson.

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter:  show examples of tessellated patterns  and ask chn what objects do the shapes remind them of? 
· Chn will now create their tessellated design to a bigger scale. They will use the same stencils or make a new one if they are not happy with it. 
· Using A3 paper, chn will now create their continuous tessellated pattern. Remind chn to use their sketchbooks to remind them of the colours they experimented with. 
· Chn will now use their chosen colour pallet to colour in the tessellated pattern. 
· Remind chn to colour in one direction and to add pressure for a better colour payout. 
· If chn have not finished colouring in their patterns, this can be continued the next lesson. 
· Once finished, use the remaining time to evaluate their work. Create space to showcase the chns work and give time to the chn to walk around the ‘gallery’ and view each others work. 
· Use questions below for critical conversations:
· How do I feel about what I have made? How does it relate to the starting point?
· How far did I come away from the initial starting point?
· What do I like about it? Which parts of the process did I enjoy? Where did I feel lost? What did I discover? 
· What do other people think about what I have made?
· If time, chn can write self/peer assessment into sketchbooks along with final piece.
