What Big Ideas are explored?
	[bookmark: _yim7h0bb4hri]In this unit children are enabled to begin to recognise that their individual creative response will be different to that of their peers, but that it is valued and can contribute to a larger shared artwork. The unit begins with an exploration of artists who make sculptures of food, working at unexpected scales, working in a sketchbook to make visual notes to consolidate their experience. Children then further develop drawing skills by drawing from still imagery and from life, and using modroc and other modelling and construction materials they will make a shared sculptural feast. Key knowledge covered in this unit includes how we can respond to a creative stimulus through lots of different media (paper, pen, paint, modelling materials and fabric) to work towards drawing, painting, collage, and sculpture.  We can use our knowledge and curiosity of line, shape, colour and form to make playful and inventive art.  We can make an individual artwork which contributes to a larger shared piece, or we can work on a shared artwork. Finally, that making art can be fun and joyful, and that we can find subject matter which inspires us all and brings us together.

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: What is your favourite food? What shape is it? What colour is it? 
· Explain to the chn that in this new unit they will be consolidating on their drawing skills by sketching food and towards the end of the unit they will be making their own 3D sculpture linked to your english text ‘The great Chocoplot’. 
· Explore the work of artist Claes Oldenberg. Watch the video and have a discussion: 
· [bookmark: _o3dhpflp0kky]How do his sculptures make you feel?
· [bookmark: _b7yr0tnyp6vy]Which food sculpture is your favourite? Why?
· [bookmark: _twp6o7sfxp6z]How do you think the sculptures feel?
· [bookmark: _10z86p28azzb]If you created your own sculpture store, what would be in it?
· Give chn some time now to sketch and make visual notes of what they saw in books. You could play the video again and pause at certain points to give chn time to sketch. They can then annotate drawings with how the sculptures made them feel.
· Now Explore the work of artist Lucia Hierro.Watch the video and have a discussion: 
· [bookmark: _btn14c5jyehs]Describe what you can see.
· [bookmark: _nugrgabom0bo]How do the colours in the installations make you feel?
· [bookmark: _yat8gyt2foun]How does her work make you feel?
· What are the similarities and differences between Oldenbergs and Hierro work? 
· Again give chn some time to sketch and make visual notes of what they saw in books. You could play the video again and pause at certain points to give chn time to sketch. They can then annotate drawings with how the sculptures made them feel.By the end of the lesson, chn should have a 2 page spread of sketches inspired by the two artists.

· Finally, share the work of artist Rowan Briggs Smith. Share images of the process of how she creates her mini sculptures. Have a discussion: 
· What materials does she use? 
· How does she create the shine on her sculptures? 
· What tools does she use? 
· What difficulties do you think she might have when making her mini sculptures? 
· FOR HOMEWORK - ASK CHN TO BRING IN PACKAGING OF A FOOD WHICH CONTAINS CHOCOLATE.

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: Share images of artist work and name the artists who created the sculptures. 
· Chn should have brought in food packaging from home (if they haven’t please have images printed out of food with chocolate (cupcakes, biscuits, chocolate bars) 
· Share image of the chocolate cupcake with chn:

· Ask chn to describe the visual elements: shape, colour, texture and composition.
· Now using the food packaging they have bought in or the pictures, chn need to create sketches in books of the item. 
· They should focus on different parts of the packaging , for example if its a chocolate bar, chn can draw just the logo first. Then they might draw the background packaging and practice using different shades and tones of colour to find the right match. 
· By the end of the lesson chn should have a series of sketches of their chosen item. Chn can annotate pictures to describe the visual elements they see using key vocabulary.

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: describe the visual elements of an image of food. 
· Explain to the chn that they are going to use a material called modroc to create their own 3D sculptures of chocolate from the Great Chocoplot which will then be shared in a class picnic. 
· Explore sculptures created by dutch artist Nicole Dyer.

· Discuss: 
· [bookmark: _ghelrw2zcxnq]Describe what you see.
· [bookmark: _mrkovgvuvwj4]How does it make you feel?
· [bookmark: _34wdq448jwt4]What materials do you think were used to make these food sculptures?
· [bookmark: _dxg0ufm70cm8]Which sculpture is your favourite? Why?
· When using modroc, ensure tables are covered so it is as less messy as possible. Cut the modroc into small pieces for the chn to use. Have water containers ready for the modroc to be dipped in. Watch this video which will guide you how to use modroc. 
· Chn will begin making the basic shape of their sculpture using newspaper and tape to hold it together. Have pictures or sketchbooks open for chn to refer back to their chocolate sketch. 
· Then chn will take pieces of modroc, dip it into water and cover the newspaper. Small sculptures only require 1 or 2 layers of modroc. 
· Ensure chn put enough water in order to mould and build the modroc into your desired shape. Chn will have to ensure they are apply enough pressure to mould the modroc allowed it to make your sculpture stronger. 
· Leave the modroc to dry until the next lesson. It will feel dry, powdery and chalky once it is dry. They should look like this.

· Once you have cleaned up, you can speak to the chn about how they found using modroc. Was it hard? What did you enjoy?

	The lesson
(How will children meet the LI?)
	· Starter: Explain how we use modroc. 
· Today the chn will finish their sculptures by adding colour and texture. 
· Have picture/sketchbooks ready for the children to look at the item they chose. 
· Chn will paint the details onto their modroc sculptures. Ensure chn are looking at the details, shades and tones they need to use. They may want to add white in areas to create a shine effect or darker tones for a shadow. 
· Ask chn to think about what sort of brushstrokes they can make to create texture. 
· Chn can also use other collage materials like pom poms, or tissue paper for any extra detail they want to add. 
· Leave sculptures to dry and if time in the same lesson create a picnic atmosphere  for sculptures to be shared. Think about how this will be displayed. You might like to use a picnic blanket on the floor or table to display work.

Have the chn walk around and enjoy their work. Ask chn to think about what they like about their peers' work? Was there anything they  found difficult? What artists inspired their work? Do you think your sculpture looks realistic? Tell me about the process of making it. 
· Chn  can then complete a self and peer assessment in sketchbooks.
