	L1 - Artist Intro and Sculpture Ideas

Session 1 - Artists comparison
Session 2 - Explore line, light and texture & Sketching ideas 

Session 1
In this lesson the children will be introduced to the concept of abstract sculpture and the significant artists: Dame Barbara Hepworth, Sir Henry Moore. The children will be taught how contemporary artist Jason deCaires Taylor exploits body posture to communicate a message or feeling in his audience and the children will compare the realism of his sculptures to those of Hepworth and Moore. Children will be introduced to the key vocabulary and through discussion of Hepworth and Moore’s work will understand how abstract sculpture can be interpreted.
The chn will analyse and make conclusions about the artists’ work and will justify their thoughts by selecting works by each artist and explaining their thoughts in their sketchbook.

(What will the children do to demonstrate their understanding of the LI?)
	L2 - Artist Intro and Sculpture Ideas

Session 2
In this lesson chn will understand that artists will sketch ideas before creating the final piece.
Chn will understand how to use observation skills to identify areas of light and dark when sketching an object in still life. Using thick and thin brushes and black poster paint are referring to the ‘See 3 Shapes’ video, chn will observe and sketch an object provided for them - CT to model how to hold a paintbrush properly to achieve thin, precise lines.
Once children have noted emotive words that describe themselves, using drama, chn will explore poses that communicate a feeling.
Chn will use these ideas to sketch 3 different pose ideas, one of which will be chosen as the final idea to sculpt.


Using their knowledge of how light falls on a 3D object (light and shadow) chn to use pencil to add areas of light and dark on their sketch ideas.
Chn to annotate sketches, explaining what each sculpture is about.
