	What does special mean?

	Lesson Journey
	Step 1 Engagement (1 lesson)
Abbey Owl has a plaster/bandage on. What happened? Did someone need to say sorry for hurting Abbey Owl?
Watch Charlie and Lola - a story about someone needing to say sorry.

Have you ever needed to say sorry for something you did? How did it feel to say sorry? Did the person forgive you? How did that feel?
Has anyone ever needed to say sorry to you? Did you forgive them? Was it hard to forgive them if they had been mean to you? How did you manage it? Let go and start again.
What does forgiveness mean?
Children have a piece of paper that will become a flag. On one side they draw something they would like to achieve in Year 2 when Year 1 is finished/over. They are letting go of Year 1 and looking forward to Year 2.


	Activity
	Bronze: Children to draw a picture of something that they would like to achieve in Year 2.

Silver: Children to draw a picture of something that they would like to achieve in Year 2 and describe what they have drawn.

Gold: Children to draw a picture of something that they would like to achieve in Year 2 and explain why they would like to achieve it. 

Platinum: Children to reflect on Year 1 and draw their favourite lesson/activity from the Year on the other side of the flag.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2 Investigation
Learn about Rosh Hashanah - New Year
Rosh Hashanah is a festival that is celebrated by Jewish people. It celebrates the Jewish New Year and new beginnings. It lasts for 2 days. 
On Rosh Hashanah, Jewish people do not work. They go to the synagogue to pray. A rabbi blows a special horn called a ‘shofar’ to signal the start of the new year. 
Show images of Rabbi blowing the shofar to mark the start of the 10 days of repentance/saying sorry for things you want forgiveness for over the last year, as well as time to show forgiveness to other people. Show visuals of the family meal at home on Rosh Hashanah (round Challah bread: circle of life and cycle of the year; pomegranate on table: 613 seeds representing the 613 commandments/rules Jewish people try to live by) and let them try apple slices dipped in honey. What do these represent? (sweetness of the new year ahead)

Some Jewish people will visit a river or lake and say special prayers. They think about their sins (what they have done wrong) and imagine throwing them into the water. 
At Rosh Hashanah Jews make plans for things they want to achieve in the coming year/ how they want to be/how to be better people, and ask God to help them. 
Relate to children’s work on what they would like to achieve in Year 2 after letting go of Year 1. 
What would Abbey Owl like to achieve?

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may get confused between Shabbat (a celebration that we have already learnt about) and Rosh Hashanah.
Children may not understand that the Jewish New Year is on a different day to the 1st January.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2 Investigation
Learn about the ‘Days of Awe’.

Before Jews can start the new year and these new plans, they spend 10 days thinking about the last year and what they may still need to ask forgiveness (say sorry) for, as well as the people they may still need to forgive. They try to do this so they can leave that year behind with everything forgiven and OK, then they can move into the new year. They ask God’s forgiveness and for his help to say sorry to others. These 10 days are between Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur. 

Why is it important to say sorry? Why is it important to forgive people who say sorry to you?
Role play scenarios with LSA or with a child. Child apologises and you do not accept their apology.
How does it make them feel? How does it make you feel?
Act out scenario where you forgive the child and you become friends. How do you feel now?

	Activity
	Bronze: Children will draw a picture on a card to say sorry for something that they have done which may have upset a friend/family member.
Silver: Children will describe why they are sorry for upsetting someone within their card. 
Gold:  Children will explain why they are saying sorry within their card. 
Platinum: Children will reflect on why they are saying sorry and explain what they would do next time instead. 


	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may not understand that the 10 days of awe happen in between Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur.
They may find it tricky to apologise for something that did not happen that day,

	Step 2: Investigation
Learn about Yom Kippur - Day of atonement.

Yom Kippur is a time of reflection, thinking about who and what is most important to you as well as a time to say sorry and plan for the next year. It is the holiest day of the year for Jewish people. 
Jewish people wear white, and do not have any food or drink for 25 hours if over 13. 
There are 5 services in synagogue, Jewish people pray to God for forgiveness as well as saying sorry to people if necessary. The shofar is blown to mark the end of Yom Kippur. 
Jewish people enjoy spending time with their family and they will send each other greeting cards.

Show children different images and sort images into important on Yom Kippur and not important.

On the other side of the flag they started in Lesson 1 can the children draw the steps they need to take to achieve the goal they drew on the flag? May take perseverance. Jews believe they can change and make themselves better people one step at a time if they stick at it with God’s help. 
Read the story of Rabbi Salanter and the shoemaker.
· One night, Rabbi Salanter walked past the shoemaker’s home. Despite it being very late, he noticed that the shoemaker was still busy, working by the light of a candle. “Why are you still working?” Rabbi Salanter asked him. “It is very late and soon the candle will go out.” The shoemaker replied “As long as the candle is still burning, it is still possible to accomplish and to mend shoes.” Rabbi Salanter said As long as our candles are still burning, we can still accomplish much and mend our mistakes (and our world)
