	What does special mean?

	Lesson Journey
	Step 1 Engagement (1 lesson)
Abbey Owl tells children which is her favourite day and why. Teach children a song about the days of the week.
Have a discussion with the children using the questions below as prompts - CIrcle Time.
Which day is the most special for you and why?
What do you do on a Saturday? Who do you spend it with?
How does it differ from the rest of the week? 
Which is their best day? 
Is there one day that is a family day or a rest day? 
Is there a day when they think more about God, if they believe in God?
Model the activity with the children. Which day of the week is the most special to you? Explain why.

	Activity
	Bronze: Children to identify a day in the week that is special to them and draw a picture of this special day. 

Silver: Children to identify a day in the week that is special to them and describe what they do on that day. They can draw a picture once they have finished. 

Gold: Children identify a day in the week that is special to them and use ‘because’ to explain why that day is so special.  They can draw a picture once they have finished. E.G Friday night is my special day because I get to have a movie day with my mummy and daddy. This is a special day because I get to spend lots of time with my mummy and daddy and talk to them about my week. 

Platinum: Children to justify why a day in the week is special to them. They need to decide if they think this day is special to everybody.  They can draw a picture once they have finished. E.G Saturday is my special day because I get to go to the park with my daddy and he teaches me how to ride my bike. I don’t think that this day is special for everybody because not all children will have a bike or spend their day at the park.

	Step 2 Investigation

Abbey Owl wears a Kippah (skull cap). Introduce children to a Jewish child. What do you think he/she does on a Saturday? Shall we find out?
Take the children through a day in the life of a named Jewish child (through visuals), showing them how they spend their Friday evening and Saturday. Introduce Shabbat, Watch video 1 about Shabbat and the video 2/Jewish visitor to come into school

Look at Sabbath(Shabbat) day activities on flipchart, focusing on family time, the Shabbat meal and the synagogue.

Discuss different aspects of the Shabbat meal, listen to the blessings, etc. Children to learn about the significance of the food, the blessings, the ceremony and family time. Link to video and discuss what they saw happening in the story. 
Should Abbey Owl be wearing a Kippah? Why? Why not? Can you remember a special meal?

	Activity
	Bronze: Give children a picture of a table on the Shabbat. Children to label a Shabbat table.
Silver: Give children a worksheet and a word mat. Children use the wordmat to list the key things that happen on the Shabbat.
Gold:  Give children a word mat. Chn to use ‘because’ to  explain why the Shabbat is a special day.

	Step 2 Investigation
Show children a picture of the Jewish child (introduced previously) at Shabbat meal with a selection of contrasting thought bubbles and children to sort according to the importance of Shabbat. 
Visit Synagogue (Virtual Tour) Visiting a Synagogue for the First Time
Show children worship in the synagogue at Shabbat.
Why is this so special? A day to focus on God and on family. No work, no school. What can you see in the synagogue? 
Look at photos and discuss the features of a synagogue. 
Refer back to Genesis Creation Story: God rested on the seventh day.

	Activity
	Bronze: Children will match the key features of a synagogue to pictures. 
Silver: Children will be given an image of a synagogue and a word mat for support. They will describe the key features of a synagogue using the word mat for support.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2: Investigation
Children reflect on their experience of Shabbat and talk about the special dinner that the Jews have on a Friday evening.
Explain that there are key events that happen in a particular order.
1 - Kiddush - Your host will recite kiddush holding a cup of wine, and everyone will receive a few sips of wine to drink. The recitation of this blessing over a cup of wine is a way of fulfilling the mitzvah of sanctifying the day of rest (the word kiddush translates as “sanctification”).
2 - Challah - Immediately following kiddush, everyone will leave their chairs and go to the sink for the ritual hand-washing for bread. After washing hands, we don’t speak until after we’ve eaten some challah, so just return to your chair and wait quietly.After you’ve eaten a bite, feel free to talk again.
3 - Eat their meal.

	Reflect on the key events of Shabbat celebration.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 4:  Expression
Children to reflect on their experience of Shabbat and talk about if we were going to have a special class meal, what would we have?
Discuss some of the prayers we have heard which are an important part of Shabbat. Shared write - Class to write a thank you prayer/reflection and read as a ceremony with candles.

	Activity
	Children wear special clothes. Go to the small hall where it is set up like a shabbat table. Table clothes, candles etc... Kitchen to make bread rolls (kitchen to warm up?) or cupcakes for the children to eat. How does it feel to share special food together?

1) Tch put lights off and light candle (menorah) - middle candle signifies Sabbath day
2) Chn drink wine (juice) and say class prayer (kiddish)
3) Chn wash hands in silent voice
4) Chn eat challah (bread)

When lighting candles ensure safety measures are put in place (i.e water, sand nearby).  Light candles on the table away from children.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Chn interpret  the celebration as just a party rather than a special religious day celebrated by Jewish people.  It is important that emphasise the key features represented during Shabbat.
