	Step 2 Investigation (2 lessons)[image: ]
In our class we all try to show friendship. Refer to the Jigsaw Charter

Explain that there are many stories in the bible which show Jesus being a good friend to others.  

Explain to chn that today and in our next RE lesson we will be looking at 3 different bible stories which show how Jesus is a good friend to others.

Bible stories showing Jesus as a friend - use Children’s Bible or animated versions 
- Story of Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-9): Jesus showing friendship to someone who was isolated and unpopular.
- Stilling the Storm (Luke 8: 22-25) Jesus taking care of His friends during a dangerous time.
- Mary, Martha and Lazarus (Luke 10: 38-41) Jesus spending time with His friends at their home.

In today’s lesson share the bible story of Lazarus Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead 
From the  story extract the theme of friendship and ask the key qu: Was it always easy for Jesus to show friendship?
Why/why not?

	Step 2 Investigation - continued...
Recap the story of Lazarus - Jesus spending time with His friends at their home.
Q: What was the key message in the story of Lazarus?  
Q: How did Jesus show Lazarus friendship?  

Explain that today we will continue to look at two more bible stories showing Jesus as a friend - use Children’s Bible or animated versions 
- Story of Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-9): Jesus showing friendship to someone who was isolated and unpopular.
- Stilling the Storm (Luke 8: 22-25) Jesus taking care of His friends during a dangerous time.

Share the bible story of Zacchaeus Zacchaeus 
Share the bible story of Jesus calming the storm Storm 

From each story, extract the theme of friendship and ask the key question: 
Q: Was it always easy for Jesus to show friendship? Why/why not?

Did everyone Jesus show friendship to treat him with kindness in return?
Did Jesus only show friendship to nice people? 

Teacher Notes:  Subject Knowledge 
Zacchaeus
Jesus was passing through Jericho. There was a chief tax collector there named Zacchaeus, who was rich. Zacchaeus was a little man, and wanted to see Jesus, so he climbed a sycamore tree. Jesus looked up and said, “Hurry down, Zacchaeus, because I must stay in your house today.” The people started grumbling because Jesus was going to the home of a sinner. However, Zacchaeus promised to give half his belongings to the poor and pay back four times as much to anyone he had cheated.
By inviting himself to Zacchaeus’ house, Jesus showed his acceptance of someone who was regarded as a sinner and treated as an outcast. The crowd did not approve of Jesus’ controversial action.

Discuss the feelings of the people in the story and discuss how easy it was for Jesus to show friendship to each of these people. (Could use the structure of: 
Q: What do you see? 
Q: What do you think? 
Q:  What do you feel? 
Q: What do you wonder? - applying to the children themselves and/or to the characters depicted in the freeze-frames.

When was it easiest for Jesus to show friendship and why?
When was it hardest for Jesus to show friendship and why?
Did God help Jesus show friendship even when it was difficult?

Jesus was human so would have found things difficult sometimes but Christians believe He was God’s son so would have been able to overcome these difficulties. 

	Activity
	Support: Give pictures which show it is easy or difficult for Jesus to show friendship support chn with freeze framing, ask children how do you feel? 

Challenge: Which story do you think Jesus showed friendship more easily? Which story was the most difficult to show friendship for Jesus? 

Children have a picture from each story and order them according to when Jesus may have found it easy or difficult to show friendship and to explain why. Use Activity Sheet 1&2

Whole class activity
