Show chn Sofia Owl.  Tell the chn that Sofia owl has a challenge for them to take part in today.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 1:  Engagement
1) Tch to explain to the children that today we are going to make a real effort to keep fit. [image: ]
2) Instructions for today’s Challenge:
a) During the day we are going to stop what we are doing when I ring the chime/bell, face the same way and keep fit to music. 
b) We will do this 5 times during the day and each time we will do a different exercise. 
c) We all choose to do this because we believe it’s important to keep fit and we are making a commitment to keeping fit and healthy.

	Activity
	1) Children to dance/move to music  Trolls can’t stop feeling gonoodle
2) At the end of day - ask questions through the use of talk partners to enable all chn to articulate their answers before asking for feedback.  Chn could also have group discussions and tch could choose a spokesperson from each table for feedback. 

3) Ask:  How did you feel? Did it interrupt your day? Did you find it easier to learn afterwards? Would you choose to do that every day? Why?  Ask chn to explain their thoughts in detail.

4) Tch to scribe chn’s ideas/feedback on large flipchart and add to working wall

Examples of pupil responses
· Silver - WTS: When we exercised the third time I was happy because I knew what we were going to do and it got easier.

· Gold - EXS:  When the bell rang I was really enjoying building with Lego so I was a bit grumpy about having to stop, but I knew we had to exercise five times so I just had to do it.

· Platinum - GDS: It was harder than I thought to keep stopping to exercise but I got used to the routine so it got easier. I know that reaching goals takes effort and I was proud to be able to tell my brother we had exercised five times today.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Note: If possible repeat this exercise every day for the week. (You are trying to establish that it takes a lot of effort and commitment to exercise 5 times every day).

	Tch to recap exercise challenge children completed in the previous lesson and explain to the children that we showed a real commitment to keeping fit. Run through the routine, recapping the direction we faced, the call to exercise (bell/chime), doing it regularly ect.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2 Investigation 
1) Before watching the clip, ask the class in what way they prepare for school in the morning. Do they wake up on their own/ have their clothes ready/ wash/ eat anything/ check their homework/ pack their lunch? 
2) Show children a clip of Muslims praying (without sound) Watch: Salat Muslim Prayer 
3) Ask: what are these people doing?  Tch to explain to  children that these people are Muslims and they are praying. 
4) Explain that when praying there are different postures.  Click on resource Muslim Prayer Positions
5) Children could try out the different prayer postures.  Note: Children only try out postures.  Children are not to follow in whole practice of praying out loud.  
6) Teacher to draw out similarities between our exercise routine (physical movement, facing the same way, all moving together, etcT
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7) Ask:  How would you feel doing this five times a day?
8) Tch to explain a Muslim prepares for prayer and goes through one rak'ah. Each action is explained, including reciting intention (niyyah), washing (wudu), bowing (ruku) and prostration (sujud) 
9) Watch clip of Muslim praying  again (with sound) Watch: Salat Muslim Prayer to show children the different prayer postures and how  prayers are being said help Muslim’s to focus on God (Allah) and talk to him. 
10) Ask children how would this help a Muslim to focus? Through learning about Muslim prayer, teach who, when, where, what, why? (Because God has asked them to and it says this in the holy book, the Qur’an). 
11) Do children have any questions for Sofia Owl? Use envelope cards from the Discovery RE

	Activity
	Activity:
Using a picture of the different stages - reciting intention (niyyah), washing (wudu), bowing (ruku) and prostration (sujud), label what each action symbolises and why it is significant. 

Challenge: What impact might praying five times a day have on a Muslim’s daily life? 

	Possible Misconceptions

	Children may have been absent on the day of exercise challenge and may not be able to relate to the idea of commitment.

	Step 2 Investigation  (2 lessons)[image: ][image: ]
Lesson 3
1) Tch to explain the Five Daily Prayers and the important of prayer to Muslims
2) Tch to explain that prayer is the 2nd Pillar of Islam
3) Salah is the obligatory Muslim prayers, performed five times each day by Muslims. It is the second Pillar of Islam.  All Muslims try to do this. Muslim children as young as seven are encouraged to pray. God ordered Muslims to pray at five set times of day:
· salah al-fajr: dawn, before sunrise
· salah al-zuhr: midday, after the sun passes its highest
· salah al-'asr: the late part of the afternoon
· salah al-maghrib: just after sunset
· salah al-'isha: between sunset and midnight
4) Ask: chn to identify the time of each prayer for Muslims and list the names of the prayers on mini whiteboards

5) Preparation for next RE lesson (Lesson 4):  Explain to chn that in our next RE lesson we will have a Muslim visitor talk to us about prayer. Ask:  Do the children have any questions for our Muslim visitor? What else would you like to know about Muslim prayer? Teacher to scribe questions on large flip chart in preparation for our visitor.

Lesson 4: Enrichment:  Talk to a Muslim visitor about prayer.

	Activity
	Activity:  
In RE books ask chn to explain why prayer is important to Muslims.
Challenge:  reflect on the Muslim prayer routine and explain how they believe this could help them in their everyday lives.
Examples of pupil responses:
· Silver - WTS: Muslims pray five times a day. God told them to do this. They kneel down, then lay down, then stand up and they talk to God.
· Gold - EXS:  Muslims pray because it helps them focus and remember that God gave them everything. They face
Makkah and pray to Allah and do this five times a day to show respect of Allah.
· Platinum - GDS: Muslims pray five times a day because they have a timetable. This helps them remember God and all  has done for them and not get carried away with their own stuff. The timetable means they won’t forget God. They face Makkah when they hear the call to prayer. Before they pray they have to be clean so they wash their head, hands, arms and feet.

2) Ask chn to recall the times and names of the 5 daily prayers. For reference:  Five Daily Prayers 
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3) Watch: Muslim Prayer discuss how Muslim’s prayer.  Talk about the different places Muslims pray.  Ask:  Does it always need to be at a mosque? 
4) Talk partners:  Ask chn to share what they already know about eh Muslim prayer routine.  Tch to receive feedback and discuss and provide further explanations
5) Ask: How praying at regular intervals helps a Muslim.
6) Ask: What does praying 5 times a day help Mulsim in their everyday life?  Ask chn for some examples and explain why they pray for help.
7) Tch gather feedback and record responses on flipchart paper

Muslims with. Explain their reasons next to one bubble. Then complete the last box: Why might praying 5 times a day be difficult?

Examples of pupil responses:
Silver - WTS: Praying would help Muslims be good.

Gold - EXS:  If I was a Muslim praying five times a day, I think it would help me think about God instead of always
thinking of my own stuff, like football. I think it probably helps Muslims feel calm because they are talking
to God.

Platinum - GDS: I think praying 5 times a day would help Muslims talk to God, be good and feel calm because going
through the movements and saying the right prayers would help them feel they are doing what Allah
wants them to do.
