	Enquiry Question 
	How important is it to Christians that Jesus came back to life after his crucifixion?
This enquiry examines the events of Easter Sunday, Jesus’ resurrection, and the impact this has on Christians today. 

	Learning Intention
	We are learning to re-tell the Easter story and understand what Jesus’ resurrection means for Christians.

	Step 1:  Engagement
	Lesson 1 

	Focus Skill
	To respond sensitively to others’ experiences and feelings and to their values of right and wrong.

	Learning Intention
	To understand that we all have happy and sad memories.

	SOLO SC: Uni- Structural Bronze
	I can identify a time where I was happy/sad

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can discuss how I felt at different points in time. 

	SOLO SC: Relational Gold
	I can explain why some events in a person's life might lead to certain emotions. 

	SOLO SC: Extended Abstract Platinum
	I can reflect on how people have different memories associated with different events in their lives. 

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit

	Starter 
	Engagement Have Sofia Owl in a woolly hat/scarf and explain she is waiting for Spring to come and Winter to end. Why? 

	Lesson Journey
	Share a story (maybe a personal example using a photo of a lost pet/relative) with the children about what happens when we die (alternatively start with seasons, reflecting how nature seems to die in the winter and returns to life in the spring). Reassure children and discuss children’s beliefs, including heaven if that is what they come up with. Talk about how, even if we can’t see the person, we can see them inside our head and in our memories. Questions: Have you ever lost a pet or someone close to you? How do you help yourself remember them? How do you cope with sad feelings? Talk about strategies that we have- link to mental health.  End lesson with happy memories.

	Activity
	Talk about sad memories and how we can remember these. What happy memories do we have, of the people we lost or in general? Children to draw a happy memory they have and write a sentence about how it makes them feel.

	Children’s ideas of death and what happens after death 
Some children may have certain beliefs and some children may be unsure about death/ not have discussed it before.

	Starter 
	Sofia Owl has an Easter egg and shares it. Begin by sharing an Easter egg with the class as a symbol of Easter. Have hot cross buns available on table (check allergies) Why do hot cross buns symbolize easter?

	Lesson Journey
	Tell the children the Easter story and stop after the crucifixion. That’s the end of the story - or is it? But it must be the end of the story as Jesus died. Read the final part of the story and Sofia Owl asks the key question: How important is it to Christians that Jesus came back to life after His crucifixion? Refer to our thoughts during the first lesson about what happens when we die. 

	Activity
	Children to sequence the events of the story, differentiated.
Bronze- main events and key figures
Silver- all events and name each special day- Palm Sunday, Ash Wednesday

	Children may mix this up with other bible stories they have heard before

	Starter 
	Recap Easter Story. Teacher models that they still have so many questions about the story. Do children have any questions for Sofia Owl? Use envelope cards from Discovery RE google drive. Pin questions on working wall - see if the lesson answers the questions. If not, we can review them in upcoming lessons.

	Lesson Journey
	Qu: How can we find out if Jesus did come back to life? If possible, talk to Christian visitor, (Jennie/ Katelyn) who can share stories of resurrection appearances in the Bible e.g. the walk to Emmaus (Mark 16:12- 13) and Jesus at the beach barbecue (John 21: 1-14). Ask the visitor what they believe? Is it possible that Jesus was in heaven? Did He literally come back to life? Perhaps one explanation is that He was missed so much people believed they could see Him or they kept His memory in their heads very clearly. Christians have different beliefs about this but all Christians believe in Jesus’ resurrection as this proves to them that they can also have life after death. An Easter egg is a symbol of new life. Christians believe Jesus was given to people by God to die to rescue/save them from suffering because they do wrong things sometimes. Jesus was sent to ‘save’ people, forgive them for their ‘sins’ and offer them ‘salvation’ (life after death). 

	Activity
	Children to reflect on the stories they have heard about Jesus’ resurrection- reflection sheet?
Bronze: define resurrection and write about the example from the easter story in own words.
Silver: Children to give 3 example of resurrection stories from the bible
Gold: children to explain how this explains why so many people believe in Jesus

	Possible Misconceptions

	Starter 
	Create a revision flipchart to go over what we have already learned and to aid with the evaluation writing task. 

	Lesson Journey
	Evaluation Show children the Activity Sheet , depicting the cross, the tomb with the boulder and other christian easter symbols, such as lilies. Look at other easter symbols too, such as hot cross buns and easter eggs. 
Watch the Easter story to reiterate what Christians believe, e.g. ‘Good Friday and Easter eggs’ www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z63b87h
Discuss the meanings of each of these symbols in relation to the easter story. Do the children understand why these are symbolic?

Go back to the key question for this topic: How important is it to Christians that Jesus came back to life after his crucifixion?

Children to use all of their knowledge to answer this on the evaluation sheet.

	Quiz- can children explain the key vocabulary from the topic. 

	Lesson Journey
	Step 4 Expression (1 lesson) Discuss how it’s okay to believe in different things. There’s no right or wrong answer. Christians believe Jesus came back to life to show them that there is life after death in heaven and Christians therefore celebrate this. The Easter egg is a symbol of new life to remind them of this and Christians send Easter cards to celebrate. Activity: Teacher models making a card for a loved one, using symbols we have learned through the topic. Make cards to show their own ways of symbolising new life. Add a personalised message to a special person.
