	Lesson 1 

	Focus Skill
	identify , experience and empathise:  Respond sensitively to others’ experiences and feelings and to their values of right and wrong.

	Learning Intention
	To  explain how this place or activity gives us a sense of belonging. 

	SOLO SC: Uni- Structural Bronze
	I can identify something that makes me feel a sense of belonging. 

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can list different places/ activities that give me a sense of belonging.

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit
	Community, belonging 

	Starter 
	Ask the children what it means when we use the word religion.
What religions do they already know? Which religions have we learned about in RE already this year? 

	Lesson Journey
	Step 1: Engagement 
1. Sofia Owl shares with children how she feels like she belongs in this class in Year 2.
2. Qu: Do you get a sense of belonging from being in our class? How? Can you help other people feel like they belong? Whole class activity to reinforce team experiences/sharing time together. e.g. Circle time or parachute games. 
3. Ask qu: Do I feel like I belong? Do I have a stronger sense of belonging being part of the circle? Why? Use Sofia Owl as the talking object in Circle Time. Explore the idea that if we’re not in our classroom do we still feel like we belong? Discuss how the feeling of belonging is inside us but we might get a stronger sense of belonging when we are in our actual classroom/school or other special place. 
4. Where else do we get a sense of belonging? Are children part of a club outside school? 

	Activity
	Bronze: children to draw a time/ place they have felt/ feel a sense of belonging and write a caption.
Silver: children to create a list of different times they have felt/ feel a sense of belonging. This could be done in the form of a mind map.
Gold: children to complete the silver activity and give an explanation of how these things help them to feel a sense of belonging. 
Platinum: children use the class notes taken during the main session to help them answer the reflection question, I can reflect on why I think it is important for people to feel a sense of belonging. Writing answers to this in their books. Class notes should be enough of a prompt to help children with this/ provide sentence starters on flipchart/ interactive whiteboard. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may struggle to understand the term belonging- show this in many examples, using visuals/ videos

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit
	Mosque, prayer mat, Imaam, crescent moon, star, quran, washroom, shoe rack, prayer beads, minbar (pulpit in a mosque where the imam stands to deliver sermons), minaret (a slender tower, typically part of a mosque, with a balcony from which a muezzin calls Muslims to prayer), mihrab (a niche in the wall of a mosque, at the point nearest to Mecca, towards which the congregation faces to pray)[image: ]

	Starter 
	Recap on what the word belonging means. Can the children create a definition for it with their partner? 

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2:  Investigation 
1. Show an extract of Friday prayers in the mosque. Watch: Friday prayers in Mosque. Explore - Who are these people? What are they doing? Where are they? Why are they doing it together? Introduce key question: Does going to the mosque give Muslims a sense of belonging? Can children explain what is happening to Sofia Owl? 
2. Show the children a virtual tour of a mosque, explain the significance of different parts of the mosque and explain some of the activities that go on here. Talk about mosque school and other activities, not just prayer and worship. Look at different pictures of mosques, explaining that inside they all have similar things e.g. Grand mosque in Makkah/ Islamic Centre in Bournemouth. Watch:  How Muslim children prepare for prayer
3. Use the pictures to explore the question,  Is it only in the mosque where Muslims pray? 
4. Link this back to our key question, does going to a mosque give muslims a sense of belonging? From what we have learned, how do these activities help to foster a sense of community and belonging? Record responses on flipchart for the WW.

	Activity
	Bronze: children will label some of the features of a mosque with the support of a word bank/ visuals if needed.  
Silver children will have a picture of a  mosque to prompt and will create  a list of some of the activities which take place. If needed, visuals of some of the activities could be used to support. 
Gold: once children have created a list, explain which features can be found in all mosques and which things are only in certain mosques (not all mosques have a minaret like the grand mosque in Saudi, but all mosques have a space where people can wash before prayer).
Platinum: children to have the key question which they can begin to answer. This could be an assessment point as they will be able to answer but will do this in more detail at the end of the unit. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may not have seen a place of worship before or know any names for this
Ensure new vocabulary is explained and explored as most children will not have heard of these words before.

	Look at different ways the religious of Islam fosters a sense of community and religion

· Washing for prayer together
· Hajj
· fasting / breaking fast together
· Giving money to charity 

	Activity
	SEN/BLW: Sort pictures of activities carried out by Muslims in their religion and general activities. Sort into columns. 
Bronze: children to have pictures of the different things we have discussed during the input and match the key word.
Silver: children to have a sheet requiring them to illustrate and write about 2 different ways that muslims show beliefs, for example through Hajj and fasting. 
Gold: children to record different ways that muslims express their beliefs in their books. 
Platinum: children to evaluate how all of these things come together to create an overall sense of belonging in the religion of islam. ‘ These things help people to feel belonging by...

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit
	Mosque, prayer mat, Imaam, crescent moon, star, quran, washroom, shoe rack, prayer beads, minbar (stairs leading to where  Imaam stands), minaret (dome on top of Mosque), mihrab (place where Imaam stands)

	Starter 
	Recap previous lesson of how Muslims how Muslims express their beliefs.

	Lesson Journey
	Explain to children that they will be thinking about questions to ask an Imaam.  
Show chn a picture of Imaam. Ask:  What is an Imaam.
Explain that an Imaam is a religious leader who leads Muslims through their prayer.
Recap key questions words;  What, Where, When, Why, How,  Who discuss what each key question word is and what it will help us to find out e.g when (time), who (person), where (place) etc.
Ask chn to think, pair, share things they would like to find out about the role of an Imaam.  
Tch to get feedback from chn and to scribe their ideas on a mind map.
Tch to model selecting one of their ideas and writing a question on flipchart they could ask an Imaam.
E.g. What time do you lead prayer?  Where do you stand when you are leading prayer?  How long does your prayer last?

After task: Invite an Imaam into school or via Google Meet.  Children ask questions to the Imaam.  Imaam can also show children parts of mosque - virtual tour to support answers to questions or children may visit the Mosque if time.

	Activity
	Bronze: children to verbal ask a question and practice saying their questions. Adult can scribe questions to support.  
Silver:  provide chn with some questions and ask them to select which questions will help them to find out more about the role of the Imaam.
Gold: children to write questions they wish to ask an Imaam to find out more about his role
Platinum: children to consider why Muslims have a sense of belonging when praying.  Ask chn to write questions to ask Imaam to find out more about belonging.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may struggle to generate questions which are appropriate.  Questions may not help them to find out the specific information they want to know therefore children may need additional support to formulate their question.

	Starter 
	First show children Activity Sheet picture cards of Muslims praying in different contexts, including Hajj. Qu: Which Muslim would feel the strongest sense of belonging? Why? Do Muslims need to be together to pray in order to have a strong sense of belonging? Do Muslims have a sense of belonging even if they are on their own praying? Are they on their own? Focus on the picture of Muslims praying at the Grand Mosque in Makkah during Hajj. Explain circles, Ummah (community).Teach that Muslims believe that praying together in groups brings greater blessings than praying alone. The prophet Muhammad said, ‘Prayer at home is counted once, prayer at the local mosque is equivalent to twenty-five prayers.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 3 Evaluation
1. First show children Activity Sheet picture cards of Muslims praying in different contexts, including Hajj. Qu: Which Muslim would feel the strongest sense of belonging? Why? Do Muslims need to be together to pray in order to have a strong sense of belonging? Do Muslims have a sense of belonging even if they are on their own praying? Are they on their own? Focus on the picture of Muslims praying at the Grand Mosque in Makkah during Hajj. Explain circles, Ummah (community).Teach that Muslims believe that praying together in groups brings greater blessings than praying alone. The prophet Muhammad said, ‘Prayer at home is counted once, prayer at the local mosque is equivalent to twenty-five prayers. 
2. Go back to the key question. As a class, brainstorm all of the things we have learned this term to help us answer this question. Use what is on the WW to help. Make any additional notes and add these. 
3. Give children a chance to explain their answer to this question to each other to help them verbalise their answers. 
4. Fill in the reflection sheet with their own responses. 

	Activity
	SEN/BLW: Adding pictures to a mind map to show what they have learnt about Islam. 
Bronze: children to answer questions using the mind map approach. 
Silver: children to record an answer in a paragraph using at least 3 examples.
Gold: children to write independently.
Platinum: ensure the additional reflection question is displayed on the IWB throughout the task.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 4: Expression

1. Recap the different ways that we have learned that Muslims show a sense of belonging. 
2. Explain that we will be working in our houses to help us to develop a sense of belonging with our house.
3. In the input, show the children a series of team chants and explain why these have been developed and how they make fans feel a sense of belonging, for example during a football match. 
4. Brainstorm some of things that we could include in our chant, for example, we work together to collect housepoint, we use our houses when… 
Support children to come up with some words that rhyme. 

	Activity
	Children work in small groups to write a team chant. They can create props, such as a poster or individual letters of their house team to hold up. Chn to practise the chant. Chn to present their chant to the rest of their house team.  House team to decide which chant they liked best and perform their selected chant to the other house teams. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Group work rules will need to be revisited to ensure children are working together.

Does going to the mosque give muslims a sense of belonging? 
· They can go there and pray, read quran, do wudhu, attend a class- this makes them feel part of the community because they are doing it with other muslims. 
· Other events such as funerals and weddings bring the community together 
· Praying together and not alone. Everyone is facing the same way, everyone is equal 

Can also feel a sense of community without going to the mosque- ramadhan, giving zakat, celebrating religious festival like eid.
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
