	Learning Intention

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit

	Starter 
	What is a journey? What journeys do we make everyday? What would make a journey special? Can the children list 5 journeys they have been on?

	Lesson Journey
	1) Sofia Owl explains a journey that she is planning to go on. 
2) Circle time - have you ever been on a special journey? When, where, why, with whom? What made it special? 
3) Teacher to share a special journey they went on for a specific reason. Show the children a suitcase and explain that Sofia is packing her bag as she is going away. Can we guess where she’s going by looking for clues and what she’ll do when she gets there? E.g. camera, map, an invite, greetings card and present, money, ticket, etc. Children to work out that Sofia is going to see her Grandma as it’s her birthday. 
4) Qu: Why is this important to her? How do you think she feels? Why is she going to make the effort? Do you think she will feel different afterwards? What is she most looking forward to? 
5) Make a list on flipchart paper of some of the journeys the children have been on. 

	Activity
	Bronze: children to draw a picture of a journey they have been on.
Silver: children to write a short description of what the journey involved (who went, what they did, what they ate etc)
Gold: Why was this journey more special than other journeys?
Platinum: when sharing work at the end of the lesson, ask children to reflect on why this may have been special for their peers based on the story they tell. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Children may not be able to differentiate between everyday journeys such as going to the shops with special journeys such as a holiday.

	Retrieval questions to be completed on whiteboards.

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2 Investigation Part 1 

1) Show the children a mystery suitcase - who does it belong to? Where are they going? Teacher to show the children the objects in the case and children to explore further with pictures of the objects on their tables. e.g. Hajj robes, map of Makkah (Mecca), Qu’ran, small stones, spring water, umbrella, picture of the Grand mosque in Makkah.
2) Children to watch an extract of Hajj and begin to make links between the lost suitcase and the journey they are watching. www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z8jpycw
3) Rewatch the video and teacher to make a list of the different stages of Hajj. Show the children where Saudi Arabia is on the map and what the land is like there so they can see how different this is to the UK.. 
· Step 1- Circulating the Kaaba Seven Times. ...
· Step 2 – Pray All Day on Mount Arafat. ...
· Step 3 – Stay Overnight in Muzdalifah. ...
· Step 4- Stoning of the Devil. ...
· Step 5 – Run 7 Times between Al-Safa and Al-Marwa. ...
· Step 6 –Perform Stoning of the Devil Up to Three Days in Mina.
· Step 7 - Perform farewell taw’af 
· Then it is Eid ul Adha
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	Activity
	In pairs, children create a ‘map’ to show the different stages of Hajj. 
Show the children the ‘I can’ statements and allow each pair to achieve them at their own level. Teacher to circulate and question children, encouraging them to add explanation/ reflection.

1) Look at the picture. Canyou write down on a whiteboard what this stage of the Hajj is called? What are the pilgrims doing?

	Lesson Journey
	Step 2 Investigation Part 2  

1) Watch https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FpLlLiHSHXY to recap the different stages of Hajj
2) Qu: How do you think these Muslims feel? Why are they doing it? Explain to children that by completing Hajj:
·  Muslims are showing a commitment to God (Allah)
· God is really important to Muslims and they are prepared to make lots of effort to show him this
· Hajj is one of the 5 pillars and one of the 8 doors to heaven
3) Class discussion- can we begin to answer our key question? How might this make someone feel like a better muslim?

	Activity
	Bronze: children to cut and stick labels onto the sheet to show the different parts of the Hajj. 
Silver: children to have a sheet with the different stages already indicated and they need to write a sentence describing each stage (pilgrims go to Mina where they sleep in tents and spend the day praying. They also stone the 3 devils here). 
Gold: explain why each stage is important to Muslims (stoning the pillars helps muslims remember a long time ago that Prophet Ibrahim did the same when he rejected the devil).
Platinum: can children begin to answer the key question. How does each of thee stages help someone feel like a better muslim?

	Lesson Journey
	Step 3: Evaluation 
1) Ask key question: Does completing Hajj make a person a better Muslim? Children to vote and then work in talking partners with opposing viewpoint and share their reasons. 
2) Teacher to then share reasons for Muslims completing Hajj
·  Commitment
· God asks them to
· One of the 5 Pillars
· Sense of achievement/sense of belonging to world Muslim community/(Ummah)
· Opportunity to pray with thousands of other Muslims and to visit special places e.g.where Muhammad lived/ gain better understanding/learn more/have become a better Muslim as they have done what God wanted them to do. 
3) But what about Muslims who can’t afford to go?
4) Children to have a go at independently completing the key question. 

	Activity
	Bronze: Provide cloze procedure for the children to complete with a word bank.

Silver: Children to write independently with a strip of pictures showing the different parts of hajj to support. This could be listing the events that take place. 
When Muslims go on Hajj they wear special white robes. They pray at the Grand Mosque and pray on
the mountain.
I think it would be really hot and sticky running between the hills and even hotter praying on the
mountain in the sun. I think Muslims would get tired but feel pleased that they were there.

Gold: Answer the question in detail. Why do Muslims undertake each of these steps?
Example response: Throwing stones at the pillars is important because Muslims are showing they are trying to lead good lives by fighting off evil/bad things. Praying on Mount Arafat is important to Muslims as then they feel close to God. This is very personal even though they are with thousands of other Muslims. I think Hajj is important to Muslims because they believe they are doing their duty to God by completing one of the 5 pillars.

Platinum: Children to write an additional paragraph about how Hajj might make someone a better muslim.
Example response: Completing the Hajj shows you have put in the effort for God. Praying on Mount Arafat with thousands of other Muslims would help Muslims feel close to God. Suffering in the heat would help them feel they were making an effort to show their commitment. They may have to save up for ages as it costs a lot to go on Hajj. I think some Muslims may feel like they are better Muslims after doing the Hajj because they will have put lots of effort in for God. They will have travelled a long way and visited holy places. They will have done this to show God they love Him and are thankful for all He has done. They will feel like God will be pleased with them because they are completing one of the 5 pillars which is what God wants them to do. They are doing as God asks so feel like they have shown commitment. (I think there are lots of other ways to be a good Muslim though because some Muslims can’t afford to go all the way to Makkah.)

	Some children may need support to answer the key question and not just repeat the steps of Hajj.

	Step 4 Expression 
1) Sofia Owl invites children to write her a postcard from a special journey they have been on. What would your most special journey be and why? 
2) What similarities are there between your journey and Hajj? Do you think Muslim people experience the same feelings when they go on Hajj?
3) Write a postcard to Sofia describing how it feels to be in that special place and why. Draw the place on the front of the postcard.
4) Display around a map of the world.
(This could link to Geography topic- Wonders of the World. Children could choose to visit one of these places if they have not got a special place in mind.)

	Activity
	Bronze: Children to having writing frame to help with writing postcard
Silver: Children to be able to describe in some detail some of the things they did on their journey
Gold: Provide sentence starters on the board to help children link this to our learning 
Muslims might feel excited like I did when they leave for Hajj
