Start the lesson with Huey Owl telling the children he feels poorly and asking them for their advice on how he can get better. 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Step 1 Engagement [image: ]
1) Read or watch the story: ‘Bear Feels Sick’ by Karma Wilson (or similar) 
(6 minutes) Bear Feels Sick by Karma Wilson.  Grandma Annii's Story Time 

2) Discuss what happened to Bear and how he felt better. 
Ask: How do our bodies get better when we are poorly? 
If you are poorly what do you do? 
Who looks after you? 
How do you get better? 
Do you go to the doctor/need medicine? Sometimes we can help ourselves - how? 
Does frame of mind help? 

3) For extra information to support children watch (1 minute)  What happens when you get sick?
Ask: Are all illnesses always flu or cold?  What about other long term illnesses or injuries people could have? Are these illnesses always easy to cure?

Activity:  
Provide each table group with large flipchart paper and marker pens.  Alternatively could work in pairs instead use large A3 paper [image: ]

          Ask chn to work as a group to record what happens and how it feels when we get poorly/sick.  
          Tch to gather feedback from groups

	Recap the story of Bear feels Sick.   Discuss how the bear got better.

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Step 1 Engagement
1) Tch to explain that Christians believe in miracles.  
2) Ask:  What is a miracle? (Definition: A miracle is a wonderful and surprising event that is believed to be caused by God.) 
3) Ask:  When the bear got better was it a miracle?
4) Teacher to explore and assess children’s perception of a ‘miracle’ 
5) Teacher to explain that miracles are events which aren’t always curing people who are unwell but are also answers to prayers for events to occur when people are in great/desperate need.

6) Watch two witness accounts of miracles and discuss:
Witness 1: (3 minutes)  Once Skeptical of Healings, Woman Experiences Miracle Watch a witness statement of a woman’s experience of receiving a miracle of healing for her back injury

Witness 2:  (2 minutes) An INCREDIBLE Miracle I Witnessed in Africa Use this witness account of miracle  to support discussions/explanations of miracle of receiving water

7) Discuss people witness accounts of receiving a miracle.  Ask:  What led both individuals to believe so strongly that they received a miracle from God? 
8) Ask: Can you think of things in the world that people think of as miracles? Tch to assess pupils' responses.  
9) Use talk partners to allow chn to share their ideas before feeding back.  Tch to circulate and listen in on partner discussion.  
· Silver - WTS: Can chn talk about what they think a miracle is?

· Gold - EXS: Can chn talk about some of the things in the world that people think of as miracles and begin to tell you about a miracle I would like to see happen today?

· Platinum - GDS: Can chn explain why some people may describe something they see as a miracle when there may also be another explanation?  

Activity:  In RE books - Chn record what a miracle is and describe and provide examples of things in the world that people view as miracles.  Challenge: evaluate why some people may describe something as a miracle.  Consider other explanations.

	Starter
	Recap what a miracle is?[image: ]

Show chn a bible and explain that it is the Christians Holy book.  It is divided up into two parts: the old testament (before Jesus was born) and the new New Testament (after Jesus' birth) . Explain that the new testament tells the story of the life of Jesus on Earth and the early days of Christianity. 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Step 2 Investigation
1) Explain to chn that today we are going to look at a one of the Bible stories in the new testament about a Blind Man (John 9: 1-12)
2) Watch the beginning of the video clip (1 minute)Blind Man Healed | The Life of Jesus | John 9:1-12 | 23 of 49
3) Pause video clip at 1:00  Ask children their thoughts on how the blind man could be healed/made better? 
4) Let the children watch  the rest of the story. 
5) Ask:  How could this have happened? Was Jesus a doctor? Did he have any medicine/ equipment with him? Did it really happen then? Class to vote on it. Unpick the children’s reasoning and ask, if it didn’t happen, why is it in the Bible? What does this say about Jesus? If it did happen, what does this say about Jesus? 
6) Tch to explain that Christians believe Jesus is God in a human body so has the power of God and can do anything including healing people. Jesus is the Incarnation of God, Christians believe. 
7) Discuss the idea of a miracle and recap what this means…something that happens outside the usual rules of nature/expectations. (Jesus had a special ability to heal people..does anyone today have this ability?) 

Activity: Ask chn to write sentences to explain how Jesus healed the blind man.  
Silver: Describe how Jesus healed someone and say one thing Christians might believe about Jesus. 

WTS Pupil response example:  Jesus healed a man who could not see. This story is in the Bible and Christians think the Bible is true. This story might show Christians that Jesus has God’s power and is not just a normal man. Normal men can’t make blind people see can they? Otherwise the doctor would have sorted out my Nan’s bad eyes

Gold:  Explain one Christian viewpoint about one of Jesus’ healing miracles. 
EXS pupil response example:  Some Christians believe that everything in the Bible is true because it is the word of God, that means if the Bible says He healed someone, He must have done. The Bible says that Jesus could heal people because He was the Son of God.

Platinum:  Evaluate different ways Christians might interpret one of Jesus’ healing miracles. 
GDS pupil response example: Some Christians would just think Jesus is God’s son so He had the power to do anything, so He could do miracles. He healed the man. Some Christians might think that Jesus gave the blind man the ability to see again.

	Possible Misconceptions

	Chn may perceive the water the blind man washed his face with as having special powers.  Chn need to understand that Jesus healed the man not the water.

	Recap what a miracle is?  Remind the chn of the Bible story of Jesus healing the blind man.[image: ]

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Step 2 Investigation
1) Use the story of the Paralysed Man (Mark 2: 1-12) to continue exploring this concept of a miracle. Watch the story of Jesus heals a paralyzed man remind chn that although we watching a video clip it is another Bible story from the new testament Mark 2:1-12 (Jesus Heals a Paralyzed Man)

A few days later, when Jesus again entered Capernaum, the people heard that he had come home. 2 They gathered in such large numbers that there was no room left, not even outside the door, and he preached the word to them. 3 Some men came, bringing to him a paralyzed man, carried by four of them. 4 Since they could not get him to Jesus because of the crowd, they made an opening in the roof above Jesus by digging through it and then lowered the mat the man was lying on. 5 When Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralyzed man, “Son, your sins are forgiven.”
6 Now some teachers of the law were sitting there, thinking to themselves, 7 “Why does this fellow talk like that? He’s blaspheming! Who can forgive sins but God alone?” 
8 Immediately Jesus knew in his spirit that this was what they were thinking in their hearts, and he said to them, “Why are you thinking these things? 9 Which is easier: to say to this paralyzed man, ‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or to say, ‘Get up, take your mat and walk’? 10 But I want you to know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins.” So he said to the man, 11 “I tell you, get up, take your mat and go home.” 12 He got up, took his mat and walked out in full view of them all. This amazed everyone and they praised God, saying, “We have never seen anything like this!”[image: ]

2) Was that a miracle? Do the children have any questions for Huey Owl? Chn can use the envelope cards (print from Discovery RE)  
3) 
Task:  Chn could work as a group or in pairs to formulate questions for the Owl Crew

4) Do stories have to be true (i.e. actually happened) to be meaningful? Were Jesus’ miracles just stories to make people think Jesus was special/God on earth, or that we should help people who are sick? Was it possible that Jesus did make people better even though He wasn’t a doctor? *Reinforce Christians’ believe Jesus was the Incarnation of God. 

Activity: Ask chn to write sentences to explain how Jesus healed the paralyzed man.  Chn can add to their ideas from last week’s lesson about how Jesus healed the blind man.

Silver: Describe how Jesus healed someone and say one thing Christians might believe about Jesus. 
WTS Pupil response example:  Jesus healed a man who could not walk. This story is in the Bible and Christians think the Bible is true. This story might show Christians that Jesus has God’s power and is not just a normal man. Normal men can’t make a paralyzed person walk.  Otherwise doctors would not have to give people wheelchairs to get around.

Gold:  Explain one Christian viewpoint about one of Jesus’ healing miracles. 
EXS pupil response example: Some Christians believe that everything in the Bible is true because it is the word of God, that means if the Bible says He healed someone, He must have done. The Bible says that Jesus could heal people because He was the Son of God.

Platinum:  Evaluate different ways Christians might interpret one of Jesus’ healing miracles. 
GDS pupil response example: Some Christians would just think Jesus is God’s son so He had the power to do anything, so He could do miracles. He healed the man. Some Christians might think that Jesus gave the man the confidence to try walking, and he gave it a go and could walk a bit.

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Step 3 Evaluation
1) Using pictorial representations of the two Bible stories ask the children to discuss their findings. Tch to recap both Bible stories of Jesus’ miracles he performed - healing blind man and healing a paralyzed man
2) Tell the chn that today we are going to evaluate the story of Jesus healing the paralyzed man.
3) (3 minutes)Jesus Heals a Paralyzed Man - Bible For Kids
4) Discuss the  key events that happened in this story.  Show chn the picture of the paralyzed man is being lowered down from the gap in the ceiling

5) Together evaluate the key question.  Ask key qu: Could Jesus heal people? Were these miracles, or is there some other explanation? What other explanations could there be? 
6) Focus on the middle of the story where Jesus heals the paralyzed man (2:00)
7) Discuss:
· What Christians believe happened next?
· What else might Christians believe happened?
· What do YOU think happened?
8) Look at the ending of the story where the paralyzed man gets up and walks out the door
Ask:  Could Jesus really heal people?  Were these miracles or is there some other explanation?[image: ]





Activity:  Use Activity Sheet:  Children have a set of three boxes in their book. In the first box, have a picture of the beginning of the story. [image: ]
The middle box to be blank with the headings ‘What do Christians believe happened next? Why do Christians believe it was possible for Jesus to perform miracles? What do you think happened next? 
Children write their own interpretation of the middle of the story, writing what they think actually happened. 
Challenge:  The last box gives the opportunity to answer the enquiry question directly. key qu: Could Jesus heal people? Were these miracles, or is there some other explanation? What other explanations could there be? 
Some examples of pupil responses
Silver - WTS:   Even though lots of Christians believe Jesus had the power to heal people and do other miracles, sometimes, I wonder if they were just pretending to be ill. So I think people ask if it really did happen

Gold - EXS:  I believe Jesus healed people too because He was a special man and why wouldn’t He have powers if He was God in a human body on earth? OR I don’t think Jesus really healed all these people because I don’t believe in miracles. I expect it was wishful thinking and when people met Jesus they felt better because He was such a special person.
Platinum - GDS:  I think Christians understand that if you trust in something you can have a greater belief that it would work. Sometimes if you stop worrying about something and just think it will be OK, it is
