	Starter 
	Teacher starts the lesson by thoroughly enjoying drinking a glass of water in front of the children. How do the children think that felt for the teacher? Is water important? Why is water important?

	Teacher Input / Activity
	
1) What do we use water for? Teacher and children to mime different ways we ue water. Peers to guess.
TASK 1: Make a list of ways we use water on a daily basis. Use some of their mimed actions, as well as asking children to explain further. Water is important because we ….. Do you appreciate it?
2)  TASK 2: Where does water come from? Show a variety of river pictures. Do we appreciate rivers? Where do rivers start and end?
3) TASK 3: Share important information around Water Aid and think about the disdadvantages humans face, due to lack of access to water. 
4) Children to reflect on what their lives would be like without water.

	Starter 
	Where is the River Ganges? Where does it start and where does it end?


	Teacher Input / Activity
	Share the story of the River Ganges as an important river to Hindus. 

1) Tell the children the story of the River Ganges as an important river to Hindus. Brainstorm ideas of what people do when they visit the River Ganges. E.g. collect water, offerings, cycle of life and death, with people having their funeral service on the banks of the River Ganges, bathing
2) Discuss why people bathe in the river - wash away the wrong things they have done then will be pure (cleansed)
3) Children to answer Why is the River Ganges important to Hindus? Why are the things that they do and the reasons for doing it, important to Hindus?
4) Define what a pilgrim is. Why is the River Ganges important to pilgrims? - People enter the Ganges in order to purify themselves.

	Teaching Input / Activity
	1) https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/a-hindu-pilgrimage/z4ghf4j - Pilgrimage in Hinduism 
       Define the meaning of a pilgrimage. 
2) Brainstorm ideas for why Hindus go on Pilgrimages 
3) Discuss what we already know about Brahman and his importance in the Hindu faith. Explain the concept that Hindus believe Brahman is in the water (a life source) helping them to get clean so they can be good people.
4) Share visual clip of the River Ganges at dawn and begin to question ‘How can Brahman be everywhere and in everything?’
5) Children to argue their thoughts and views around the question

Bronze: Define what a pilgrimage is
Silver: List the reasons why Hindus go on pilgrimages
Gold: Explain the effects that Brahman has, on Hindu’s pilgrimage to the Ganges
Platinum:  ‘How can Brahman be everywhere and in everything?’ Argue your views.

Begin to discuss and share thoughts on why Hindu’s would visit India. Compare these with the reasons and thoughts on why a non-Hindu would have an interest in visiting India -
Compare these reasons  on a Venn diagram

Recap ideas on why people, most specifically Hindu’s, visit the Ganges. Initiate discussion on why a non-Hindu would find it special to visit there too.
