	Teacher Input / Activity 
	1) Hook: Have an envelope on the table addressed to the class. What could be inside it? Open it and find the word incarnation, a picture of an orange etc. I wonder what our lesson is about today, write questions for Egbert. 
2) Introduce and explain the concept of ‘incarnation’. Discuss the meaning of the word: God has sent Jesus down in human form to protect his people. 
3) Children watch a video of a church tour, with a vicar explaining symbols in a church.
4) Assessing understanding: Multiple choice questions/quiz based on video. 
5) Explain to children what a christingle service is, and what the orange, cocktails sticks and ribbon represents. 
6) Pose question- why might the christingle service help Christains to become better? 
7) Plenary - class discussion with Egbert, why did you choose to put these items on your ‘orange picture’ and why?
