	Learning Intention
	We are learning to understand how Jesus’ life, death and resurrection teaches Christians about forgiveness. 

	Assessment
	WTS: 
I can talk about how easy it is to forgive some people sometimes, or how difficult it might be. 

I can recall a Christian story about forgiveness and say what it tells people about how to treat each other. 

I can talk about when a Christian may find it easy or difficult to forgive someone.
	Working At/ Exs: 
I can talk about what sort of help I might need to show forgiveness. 

I can describe what a Christian might learn about forgiveness from a Biblical text. 

I can show an understanding of how Christians believe God can help them show forgiveness. 
	Greater Depth 
I can give my opinion as to why showing forgiveness may be important. 

I can explain how Christians might try to put into practice Jesus’ teachings about forgiveness. 


I can give examples of when Jesus showed forgiveness and explain why I think He asked people to follow His example.

	Starter 
	Children are shown a variety of different pictures, all representing the ideas of forgiveness. Children must make links between the pictures to guess/interpret what they all have in common. After discussion, reveal the word forgiveness. Children write down what they think forgiveness is, keep this to revisit at the end of the lesson. Introduce this term’s enquiry question. 

	Lesson Journey
	In small groups, children make up x6 scenarios in which somebody does something wrong/hurtful to someone else. Then they discuss each scenario and decide whether the person should be forgiven for what they did, and if so, how hard would it be to forgive them? Groups swap their cards with a different group. Repeat the decision making re forgiveness and then the groups compare their decisions and reasons for these. Would they be able to forgive someone if they did the same thing again…and again… How many times before they would stop forgiving? Can they think of any occasions/situations when a person would not deserve forgiveness or when it would be too hard/ impossible to forgive someone? When have they forgiven someone and when have they been forgiven? How does it feel? Work out the calculation 70x7= . Children to look for why this is important in the next few lessons.

	Activity
	In small groups, children make up x6 scenarios in which somebody does something wrong/hurtful to someone else. Then they discuss each scenario and decide whether the person should be forgiven for what they did, and if so, how hard would it be to forgive them? Groups swap their cards with a different group. Repeat the decision making re forgiveness and then the groups compare their decisions and reasons for these. For online learning main activity - children are presented with different scenarios on a google form and are asked to think about how they would react.

	Starter 
	Present pictures of famous modern day  protagonists and antagonists of stories children will know, particularly where the antagonist betrays. Can children make the link, what do all of the pictures/stories have in common? 
Ask children, do you think Jesus had enemies? Why/why not?
Then present Jesus, Judas and Peter on screen - picture of the last supper?

	Application/making links/synthesise: Describe similarities and differences within and between religions and beliefs.

	I can define betrayal and identify how this took place during the last supper.

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can list the order of events that took place during the last supper and Jesus’ betrayal.

	I can justify if it is always possible for Christians to forgive. 

	Activity
	Main activity - watch video about the last supper - Judas and Peter and how the both betrayed Jesus’ trust. Speak about how after Jesus was crucified, Peter came back and repented (asked for forgiveness) but Judas did not. 
Children can act out the scene of the last supper or for online learning purposes children can complete an ordering activity on a jamboard of the main events. 
Create a list of the similarities and differences between Judas and Peter (how they acted)
What was Jesus’ response to the people who let him down? Did he forgive them? 
Answer question/ revisit - Is forgiveness always possible for Christians? Why/why not. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Confusion between Judas and Peter and why they are different.

	Starter 
	Work out the calculation 70x7= . Children to look for why this is important in the next few lessons. Then put extract of Forgive 70x7 Matthew 18:21-22 (see below) Then Peter came up and said to him, "Lord, how often shall my brother sin against me, and I forgive him?   As many as seven times?"
Jesus said to him, "I do not say to you seven times, but seventy times seven."
-- Matthew 18:21-22 of the Revised 
Children discuss. How many times would you forgive someone? Do you agree with this statement or disagree?

	Key Vocabulary for the lesson/unit
	Sacrifice, bible, crucified, forgiveness. 

	Learning Intention
	LI: to question whether or not Jesus always forgave people. 

	Focus Skill
	Questioning - Suggest answers to some questions raised by the study of religions and beliefs. 

	SOLO SC: Uni- Structural Bronze
	I can identify Jesus’ last words before he died. 

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can describe the significance of Jesus’ last words in relation to our key question. 

	SOLO SC: Relational Gold
	Using evidence from what I’ve learnt in biblical scripts, I can question whether Jesus always forgave people. 

	SOLO SC: Extended Abstract Platinum
	I can justify if it is always possible for Christians to forgive. 

	Activity
	Children are presented a picture (appropriate) of Jesus on the cross. Ask children to write down what they think his last words were before he died. Then reveal the last words to the class Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. 
As soon as Christ was fastened to the cross, he prayed for those who crucified him. He asked for their forgiveness. Were the children expecting this? Revisit their predictions. 
Activity - children make their own ‘mini speech’ about their thoughts on forgiveness on a script template. 
Discussion: Did Jesus always forgive people? Jesus overturns the traders’ tables in the Temple Mark 11:15-17 Do we know if he forgave the traders? What do we think? Why did he do this? Is forgiveness always possible for Christians? Conclude that whilst forgiving people can sometimes feel very difficult or impossible, Christians believe that Jesus’ death offers them forgiveness from God and that with his help they can do their best to forgive other people. They believe that Jesus’ death took away their ‘sins’ and offered forgiveness and salvation.

	The 70 x 7 question at the beginning of the lesson.

	Focus Skill
	Reflection of religious beliefs- Describe the impact of beliefs (including festivals) and practices on individuals, groups and communities.

	I can label a biblical script showing my understanding. I know what happened on Easter Sunday

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can list some Christian beliefs on forgiveness. I know the significance of Easter to Christians

	Activity
	General ideas - What do Christians teach us about forgiveness? Children are presented with a range of different scripts. The Lord’s Prayer Love for enemies, Luke 6:27-36 Teaching about anger, Matthew 5:21-26 (select one and change words to make them appropriate for children). 

What is the impact of forgiveness and how do we celebrate this? - Easter, this is a reminder to Christians that Jesus made the ultimate sacrifice so that each of us might be forgiven of our sins and be reconciled to God. Christians around the world celebrate Easter in commemoration of the redemption and restoration God so generously offers through the death and resurrection of His son. This shows that God forgives and we celebrate this at easter. 
Follow up with Easter activities, reminding children of their Christian significance. 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	The words used in the script are dated and may cause confusion.

	Activity
	Provide children with appropriate pictures of times where Jesus has forgiven, children can use these to help them complete their drawings on the discover RE activity sheet. Encourage children to explain the meanings of their drawings underneath on the sheet. 
Evaluation sheet pg 84 of discover RE folder. Use Activity Sheet to draw 2 pictures of: i) Jesus showing forgiveness ii) Christians today showing forgiveness Answer the questions that follow - What would Jesus tell Christians if they said forgiving someone was too difficult?

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Some may struggle to empathise with Jesus, and produce an accurate answer to “What would Jesus tell Christians if they said forgiving someone was too difficult?” 
They may think of how they themselves would answer this questions. Modelling may be required.

	Activity
	What is a symbol? - discuss 
What do all of these symbols have in common? (present children with various symbols of forgiveness e.g. heart, religious symbols etc) 
Children should realise they all symbolise forgiveness. 
Today children will be creating their own symbol of forgiveness, this activity can be expressed through various different mediums: 
Children express their understanding of forgiveness by writing a poem (possibly a Haiku) or through drawing /painting a picture, or by using modroc or playdoh or salt dough to sculpt something that represents what forgiveness means to them. Share with class if want to. Teacher chooses activity based on resources available. 
Go through a designing process 
Go through a making process 
To end the lesson, ask the children to write a definition of forgiveness on a post it (like they did at the beginning of term) and put this on the working wall. 
Do a class vote, is it always possible for Christians to forgive? discuss . 

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	What a symbol is 
Some children may find it hard to back up their answers to “is it always possible for Christians to forgive?” with evidence from previous lessons.
