	Step 1:  Engagement
	Lesson 1 

	Focus Skill
	Questioning: Suggest answers to some questions raised by the study of religions and beliefs, using evidence from secondary sources.  

	Learning Intention
	To question whether it’s ok to tell lies and explain the reasons behind your judgement.

	SOLO SC: Uni- Structural Bronze
	I can identify whether I think, in a given scenario, it’s ok to lie or not.

	SOLO SC: Multi- Structural Silver
	I can list the reasons why it is ok to lie or not.

	SOLO SC: Relational Gold
	I can question whether it’s ok to tell lies and explain the reasons behind my judgement.

	Starter 
	TTYP: On whiteboards, write a definition of commitment.

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Question for debate: is it ok to tell lies? Give situations involving lying. Stand up if it’s ‘ok to lie’, sit down if it’s ‘not ok to lie’.
· You accidentally dropped a glass on the floor. Your mum asked you who did it. You tell her your brother did it.
· You forget to do your homework. You tell your teacher you have done it but left it at home.
· You want to go to the cinema, but your dad says you need to finish your homework first. You tell your dad you’ve finished it.
· You take some sweets from a shop without paying.
· You’re late to meet your friends because you were playing Playstation, you tell your friends the bus was full and you had to wait for the next one.
· You’ve fallen out with a friend at school and block them. They ask why. You say you didn’t block them it must have been a mistake.
· An uber delivery comes to your house, but you didn’t order anything, you take it anyway as it looked like a good pizza!
· You want your parents to let you stay out late, you tell them your friends' parents always let them.

Discussion: explore the children’s thoughts. What would they have done? Is telling lies always wrong? How committed would you have been to telling the truth? Would telling the truth have been more important to you than feeling embarrassed in front of a lot of people?

Commitment sometimes causes dilemmas and difficult decisions. The child had committed to growing the plant over a whole year and then had a difficult decision to make - to tell the truth, to not show up or to lie and take another plant they had grown. They were rewarded because they told the truth.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Challenging themselves with their perceptions of situations. Addressing the issue in general as it may bring up thoughts/feelings relating to their own personal circumstances.

	Teacher Input / Activity
	1. Explain to the children that Christians are committed to God and show their commitment in different ways. One way is through following the Ten Commandments, one of which is ‘do not lie’ which we explored in the engagement lesson. 
2. Show and explain the Ten Commandments: you shall have no other gods than me; don’t make false idols; don’t misuse the name of God; remember and keep the sabbath day holy; respect your father and mother; you must not commit murder; you must not commit adultry; you must not steal; you must not lie; don’t want anything that belongs to others.
3. In groups/pairs, children order according to which ones show most commitment to God. (Diamond 9 concept).
4. Feedback from children. Question the children’s choices: Why does one show more commitment to God than another? Are any easier to follow? Why? Why do we have different views about which are more or less important than others?
Bronze: match the Ten Commandments to the statements of how they show commitment to God.
SIlver: stick the Ten Commandments onto the diamond 10 worksheet, ranking them in order. 
Gold: stick the Ten Commandments onto the diamond 10 worksheet, ranking them in order. Explain why they’ve put them in this order.
Platinum: create your own ten rules for the classroom to show commitment to our learning.

	The following Ten Commandments/words will need explaining: don’t make false idols; don’t misuse the name of God; sabbath day; adultery.

	Teaching Input / Activity
	1. Show the section from Galatians 5:22-26 ( Galatians 5:22-26 22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. 24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 25 Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying each other.) which states that if a Christian is committed to God and allows the Holy Spirit to live in them, they will be displaying love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control and not jealousy or conceitedness. 
2. Have these words on A3 paper (with definitions) and share them out amongst the children so they have 1 between 3. Children write examples of what each might look like. Rotate the papers around the room so all children get the chance to contribute to all 9 words. The last group to look at them will feedback to the class.
3. Class discussion: Should only Christians try to behave in these ways? Are these behaviours that everyone should try to display? Explore ideas. How easy is this to do? When would it be hard/easy? When would it take most commitment? Which are most important?
Bronze: match the qualities to picture examples and statements.
Silver: Complete the table. Quality of the Holy Spirit - describe what it looks like - yes/no it should be demonstrated by everyone.
Gold: Complete one of these sentences… ‘Everyone should demonstrate the qualities of the Holy Spirit because…’ ‘Only Christians should demonstrate the qualities of the Holy Spirit because…’
Platinum: Think! Question - Which quality of the Holy Spirit would take the most commitment to demonstrate? Why?

	The concept of the Holy Spirit may be tricky to comprehend / the concept of God/Jesus/Holy Spirit being one.

	TTYP: show images of praying, church, baptism/confirmation, communion (bread and wine) - what are these pictures showing? Feedback as a class.

	Teacher Input / Activity 
	1. Following on from the starter, introduce the different aspects of Christianty that show commitment to God. 
2. Group work. Different groups are given a different aspect: going to church every week; praying (reasons Christian’s pray: thanks, forgiveness, need help, etc; https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/guides/z63pfcw/revision/3 ; https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/guides/z63pfcw/video ); taking communion (https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/clips/zwcd2hv); being baptised/confirmed (https://www.bbc.co.uk/religion/religions/christianity/ritesrituals/confirmation_1.shtml#:~:text=It%20enables%20a%20baptised%20person,gift%20of%20the%20Holy%20Spirit ). They research/investigate how this shows commitment. Feedback to class. All collate ideas from each other onto a mind map.
(Links provided will guide the children’s research)
Platinum: Think! Question at the bottom of the research sheet - Which aspect requires the most commitment? Why?
3. Compare and contrast with Sikhism: venn diagram. Do this as a class on flip chart paper and add to WW. E.g. similarity = prayer.

Homework task: Consider some famous Christians who dedicated their lives to helping others to show their love/commitment to God e.g. Martin Luther King/Mother Teresa, etc. Children do mini research on people who committed their lives to God by ‘loving their neighbour’.

	1. Show children some examples of poems about commitment e.g. acrostic poem, haiku, rhyming (WAGOLL).
2. Children write a poem titled ‘Commitment is….’ It can include what commitment means to them and/or what commitment means to a Christian. The key words they’ve written in their starter should help with the creation of the poem.
3. Draft in book and publish poem. Opportunity to display some on WW.
Platinum: Compare poem with someone elses and evaluate our different approaches e.g. compare content / positioning of ideas within the poem / similarities and differences.
