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	Step 1:  Engagement

	Starter 
	Write the word commitment on the board. TTYP: What does this word mean to you? 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	1) Open lesson with a game about making personal choices. Have ‘agree’ and ‘disagree’ signs up on different sides of the room. Children move to the side according to whether they agree or disagree with statements read out e.g. My favourite food is pizza. My favourite animal is a horse. School uniforms help us belong. Stealing is wrong etc. Debrief: we all make personal choices every day. What influences our choices? (family, culture, religion etc). 
2) Children to be given a topic to debate - Is it ever OK not to wear a crash helmet when riding a bike or motorbike? Split class into two halves - one side who think it is never OK not to wear a crash helmet and the other side who think there could be situations when this is OK. [image: ]
3) What if it meant you could not show commitment to your religion if you wear a crash helmet? Now is it OK? Explain that when the law was introduced that you had to wear a crash helmet when riding a motorcycle, Sikhs argued that this was a law which they could not obey. Some Sikhs felt that it was so important they chose to go to prison rather than give up their turbans. 
4) Do children have any questions/responses? The law was changed to give Sikhs the right to wear turbans instead of crash helmets. Do children think the law should have been changed? Why? Ask the children if they think it is OK for Sikh children not to wear a cycle helmet if they are wearing hair in topknot (picture on Activity Sheet 1).  
5) Ask children to offer examples of showing commitment. Do not limit to religious examples e.g. marriage, athletes, musicians etc. 
6) Ask children to sort the examples from best to worst ways of showing commitment. *They should find this difficult as it is such a personal perspective. Is showing commitment a matter of personal choice?

	Starter 
	Revisit the word commitment. TTYP: What does this word mean to you? 
In what ways do you / people you know show commitment


	Teacher Input / Activity
	1) Explain to the children that today they will be working in pairs to research one of the ways in which Sikhs show commitment to God. 
2) Each pair will be allocated a way in which Sikhs show commitment: Amrit ceremony, Guru Granth Sahib, Gurdwara, 5Ks & Sewa. Each child will have a worksheet (mind map style with Sikhism in the middle with 5 sections to make notes.) During the research stage, children need only make notes for their allocated topic. 
3) Children research their given topic in their pairs and make notes on the sheet.
4) Children feedback to the class about what they found out. As children speak and share their ideas, the rest of the children will record notes to fill up the rest of their sheet. 
5) Conclude the lesson with a discussion around whether somebody could be committed to God without doing these things. Share ideas.
6) Explain that next lesson we will be interviewing visitor who is Sikh about how they show commitment to God. Children write down a question they wish to ask them.

2) Before the lesson, children should prepare a question they wish to ask about commitment (5ks, Gurdwara, Guru Granth Sahib, Amrit & Sewa)
3) Children to take turns asking questions and listening to responses
4) Children write a short article for the school newsletter introducing the visitor and how, as a Sikh, they show commitment to God. (LA: design a poster outlining ways in which Sikhs show commitment to God)

	Recap ways on how Sikhs show commitment to God. Share ideas on flipchart paper 

	Teacher Input / Activity 
	1) Ask children the key question: What is the best way for a Sikh to show commitment to God? 
2) Activity Sheets 1 and 2: Children to pretend they are an Agony Aunt/Uncle at a Sikh children’s magazine. Read the letter aloud and discuss initial ideas. Children to respond to the following problem in their books: 

Dear… 
I am 10 years old and am a Sikh living in Bournemouth. There are not many other Sikhs at my school and I am finding it more and more difficult to fit in as I feel quite different. I believe it is important for me to show my commitment to God and want to go to the Gurdwara with my family at the weekends, but this means missing football practice. I am afraid I won’t get into the team. What shall I do? What is the best way to show my commitment to God and not miss football?

	Starter 
	Recap what commitment means and specifically how Sikhs show commitment to God 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	1) Ask children to consider ways in which they show commitment, this could be related to religion, family, education, sport, music, other hobbies. Use the sentence stem: “I show commitment by…” to frame answers. 
2) Children write their favourite example of how they show commitment on a poster and decorate to reflect them and their personality. E.g. I show commitment to my learning by reading everyday. Encourage a range of responses - ideally each child would say something different. If children have the same commitment, they could present as a small group.
3) Record each child presenting their commitment and saying the sentence aloud. Consider different locations, introduction to the film. 
4) Edit video to include all Y5 children.
5) When complete, share with the children and publish to Google Classroom, School Website etc.
