	Starter
	Chn discuss in pairs what they have control over and what they would like to have more control over. E.g. bedtime.

	Teacher Input / Activity
	After class discussion, children draw a T chart outlining what they have most control over and least control over. Discuss whether they believe if they have the power to be in control of their own life events or if someone else does (God).Chn then think about when they would expect to have complete control over your life. What age do you think this will be? Do you have a plan/future goals that you want to achieve in life?


Chn complete the worksheet based on what their future goals are and whether they believe they will have complete control over that, or if someone else will. 
Worksheet questions
1) Where would you like to live and why?
2) What job would you like to do and why?
3) What hobbies and interests would you like to have?
4) Would you like to travel abroad and visit special places?
5) What qualities (kindness, loyalty, bravery) would you like people to see in you?

	Starter
	On whiteboards, chn draw a mind map and write down any words/phrases that relate to Easter


	Teacher Input / Activity
	Discuss feedback as a class about what words they associate with Easter and record answers on sugar paper. Next, recap the Easter story. Touch upon how christians celebrate Easter, what the Egg symbolises and how Jesus was resurrected on Easter Sunday. Chn then watch a short video about Easter. Next go through each event that occurred during Holy Week and ask retrieval  and inference questions  to check for understanding.  After, discuss as a class if Jesus was aware of God’s plan for him. Did Jesus suspect that Judas would betray him? Record answers on sugar paper that can later go on the working wall. 

Chn then complete a storyboard of the events during Holy week and answer bronze (retrieval), silver(describe the events) and gold questions (explain why Judas betrayed Jesus, what was the impact of this?).

	Starter
	On whiteboards, chn write down and recap the events of Holy Week. Recap how Judas betrayed Jesus and how that made Jesus feel

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Chn talk to their partners and discuss what ‘denial’ means. Reveal the meaning and begin by reading the story of Peter’s denial. Next, watch a video of Peter’s denial and ask chn how Jesus would have been feeling. Ask them to record their answers on mini whiteboards. Then choose 1 pupil to play Jesus and the rest of the class will create a conscience alley. They will be representing Jesus’ disciples and will verbally say positive and negative comments as Jesus walks down the alley. Afterwards ask chn how Jesus would have been feeling after having one of his closest followers lie to him. 

Chn then work in pairs to role-play the scene of Peter’s denial and if time, chn perform their scene to the rest of the class. After each performance, refer back to the key concept question - Was Jesus aware of God’s plan for him? Discuss as a whole class and listen to responses.

	Present the learning enquiry question: Was Jesus aware of God’s plan for him? Listen to children's verbal response and write this down on flipchart paper. This can be used to help children write their independent responses. 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Present the learning enquiry question Was Jesus aware of God’s plan for him? Provide template responses from Jigsaw. Chn answer the Learning Enquiry Question (30 mins). Emphasise that this needs to be completed to a high standard, in neat handwriting. Children can edit and up-level their answer in purple pen.

	Starter
	Display a range of pictures of famous and influential people (Florence Nightingale, Prince William, The Queen and Martin Luther King). See if chn can name who they are and why they are considered to be famous. What impact have they had on society? 

	Teacher Input / Activity
	Next, read through Prince William’s biography Prince William - Kids and ask chn if they think he has much control over his life. Discuss if they believe he has control over his job, who he can marry, and what hobbies he has. Then read the information on Martin Luther king and discuss if chn believe whether he was in control of his life or not. Talk about whether it was likely for Martin Luther King to be killed, due to the racism and violence in America. 

Chn are then given the remainder of the lesson to use their chromebooks and research a famous or influential person. They must research about their life, write a biography about them and answer the key question - do they have control over their life? Children can decide whether they want to present their work on Google slides, Google Document or a poster/leaflet. Towards the end of the lesson, chn can present their presentations at the front of the class.
