	Starter 
	Pose Question on the board; What is a commitment?
Give pupils opportunity to TTYP
Take feedback and settle on definition.
What are the synonyms of commitment? Faithfulness, Dedication, Loyalty…
Has anyone here made a commitment to someone that they would not mind sharing with the class?

	Lesson Journey
	1) Show pictures of Colonel Sanders, JK Rowling and Cristiano Ronaldo.
Does the class know who these people are? Take feedback.
What role have these individuals played in society? Why are they considered icons/influential?
2) Watch clip of Ronaldo: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=70Z1oEZxhnE
(Video is 8 mins long so use judgement for how much to watch)
Discuss how Ronaldo made a commitment to himself to become the best player in the world.
Was this easy? What were the challenges?
3) Read extracts on JK and CS (See resources)
Take feedback on anything the students found surprising or intriguing.
4) Bring in the 4 Pillars
All 3 individuals faced great difficulty in fulfilling their commitments. Which of the 4 Pillars did they need to demonstrate and why?
5) IMPORTANT: Ensure that pupils leave a blank page before starting their activity.
Next week they will stick in their Learning Enquiry Question on that page.

	Activity
	Bronze: Pick one of the 3 icons we have discussed. What was the commitment they made?
Silver: Who do you believe faced the biggest challenge in fulfilling their commitment?
Gold: Create a poem based on a commitment from your life using our 4 Pillars vocabulary. (See resources)
Platinum: Based on our discussion of the 3 icons- create a poem based on Commitment using our 4 Pillars vocabulary.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Appreciating the great challenges these individuals needed to overcome to achieve their status. They did not achieve their greatness without hardwork and dedication. What do JK Rowling, Colonel Sanders and Karley Warren- Searle all have in common? They have worked incredibly hard in their lives to help others and should be recognized for that.

	Resources
	J.K. Rowling had just been through a divorce, was on government aid, and could barely afford to feed her baby in 1994, just three years before the first Harry Potter book, Harry Potter and The Philosopher’s Stone, was published. When she was looking for representation, she was so poor she couldn’t afford a computer or even the cost of photocopying the 90,000-word novel, so she manually typed out each version to send to publishers. It was rejected dozens of times until finally Bloomsbury, a small London publisher, gave it a second chance after the CEO’s eight year-old daughter fell in love with it.

Colonel Harland Sanders was fired from a variety of jobs throughout his career before he first started cooking chicken in his roadside Shell Service Station in 1930, when he was 40 years old. Over the next 10 years, he perfected his “Secret Recipe” and pressure fryer cooking method for his famous fried chicken and moved onto bigger locations. 

 However, as the interstate came through the Kentucky town where the Colonel’s restaurant was located in the 1950s, it took away important road traffic, and the Colonel was forced to close his business and retire with very little money. Worried about how he was going to survive off his $105 monthly pension check, he set out to find restaurants who would franchise his secret recipe—he wanted a nickel for each piece of chicken sold. He drove around, sleeping in his car, and was rejected more than 1,000 times before finally finding his first partner.


A commitment is like a recipe,
It requires a great deal of things.
Self belief to get things going,
Kindness and respect to give it its wings.

They come in all shapes and sizes,
To a team,club or a friend.

	Possible Misconceptions
(What are the children likely to find challenging?)
	Possible confusion over the conditions of giving Zakat and the 2.5% of the entire wealth.
Possible questions about how poorer Muslims donate- Nisab is key here.

“Mr A’s  income means he can just about afford his Zakat contribution. He arrives at an Islamic Relief UK centre to hand over his contribution for the year. When the relief worker goes to process his cheque it is rejected as there is no money left in his bank account.
Mrs B is a multi millionaire. She arrives at Islamic Relief UK and hands over her cheque which is 2.5% of her total earnings for the year.”

A guest speaker will need to be arranged for the following session.
This could be a teacher in the school or a parent who would be happy to discuss their personal beliefs on the subject.
