	Debate: can love be eternal? Before we discuss what Christians think, let’s see what we all think. Give the following prompts, but discussion is not limited to these ideas.

Teacher input: Christians believe in heaven and hell. 
TTYP: Heaven is… Hell is…
Feedback as a class.

Note: If children haven’t shown understanding of this from answering what heaven and hell is. Explain that Christian’s believe that because of Jesus’ resurrection (coming back to life after death), Christians will be able to have life after death in heaven.

Silver: Complete bronze. Pick one example from the list and write a sentence explaining why this shows that love either is or is not eternal.

Do you agree with your thoughts from the previous question or do you want to reconsider?

Christians believe that for eternal life they need to believe in God, do their best to follow the Ten Commandments and the 2 great commandments, and ask for forgiveness when they need it (sin). They believe Jesus made forgiveness possible by His crucifixion.
Do you think a non-christian can go to heaven? Is going to heaven a christians only motivation for doing good things?

Share alternative perspective: 
Humanists reject the idea or belief in a supernatural being such as God. This means that Humanists class themselves as agnostic or atheist.
Humanists have no belief in an afterlife, and so they focus on seeking happiness in this life. They rely on science for the answers to questions such as creation, and base their moral and ethical decision-making on reason, empathy and compassion for others.
Humanists are concerned with human welfare and happiness and believe that this is the one and only life and world they have.
As a result, they believe that people should make the most of their lives while on Earth. However, they also believe that they have a duty to support others to live fulfilling lives too – this includes people who are alive today as well as future generations.


	Activity

Gold: argue for and against whether life is eternal. Use examples e.g. Jesus’ teachings and your own opinion.

1) Christian teaching on LOVE…

a. Love your enemies. This was based on the bible verse from Mathew: "You have heard that it was said, 'Love your neighbour and hate your enemy.' But I tell you: Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you." Matthew 5:43-44. Summarised on the board with this image:

b. Give to those in need and you’ll be rewarded in heaven. This was based on the bible verse from Luke: “Sell your possessions and give to those in need. This will store up treasure for you in heaven! And the purses of heaven never get old or develop holes. Your treasure will be safe; no thief can steal it and no moth can destroy it. Wherever your treasure is, there the desires of your heart will also be.” (Luke 12:33-34 NLT). Summarised on the board with this image:

c.   God sacrificed his son so that christians could receive eternal life. Summarised with image below:

Task: children complete the appropriate part of the worksheet.

2) Christians teachings on LIFE.

a. Christians believe that because of Jesus’ resurrection (he dies and then comes back to life), christians will be able to have life after death (eternal life).

b. Christians should help people so that they receive eternal life in heaven. Sheep can’t live on their own, they need a shepherd to guide them. Goats are stubborn and do their own thing. Jesus says when he is resurrected he will return and separate people like he separates the goats and the sheep. He will separate people into two groups: those who have lived good lives and believe in god will go to heaven and those who have sinned and reject god will go to hell.

c. If christians can accept their flaws/mistakes everyone is able to go to heaven. This is from the story of the two thieves. The two thieves are crucified on either side of Jesus. They have both done wrong and are considered deserving of their punishment, whereas Jesus is not. One mocked Jesus and thought Jesus should be able to save himself and the men as he was ‘the son of god’. The other man asked for forgiveness and to be remembered. Because of this Jesus said he would be accepted in heaven.
