2) Introduce the term covenant and note how it is a very similar concept to a promise but much more serious.
            Other similar term is an oath.

3) Show MPs swearing an oath (similar to covenant) whilst beginning their role and this would last 4-5 years.

	Introduce Learning Enquiry Question: 
How did Jesus create a ‘New Covenant’ and what does that mean to
Christians today?
Ensure that students understand that a covenant is much more serious than promises discussed in last lesson- that it is a legally binding agreement. 
Explain that in Jewish tradition/culture it was the same as a contract.

	Teacher input / Activity
	Provide background knowledge- in the Old Testament, God made several covenants with different people- however some were conditional and others unconditional.
Draw out what these terms means- conditional- reliant on something else and unconditional- not expecting anything back.

1) Provide pairs with examples of covenants (below)
Questions- Who is the covenant between?
                    What is the covenant?
                    Is it conditional or unconditional?

2)  Question after they have read the extracts- are there any similarities?

Genesis 2: 15-17- Adam and Eve - that if they didn’t eat from the tree of knowledge then they would never die.
• Genesis 9: 8-17- end of the story of Noah: God made an unconditional Covenant. He freely promised to never flood the Earth
again and that the rainbow was the sign.
• Genesis 17: 1-7 - God’s Covenant with Abraham and how he was promised a son even though he and his wife were nearly
100. This was unconditional - Abraham would have this done for him without him needing to do anything.
• Exodus 19: 5-6 - God’s Covenant with Israel through Moses (10 Commandments follow in chapter 20conditional on
Israelite’s keeping the laws.

1) Show the above clip to provide added detail on the new Covenant involving God and humans through Jesus's Life and death.

2) Explore these bible extracts which focus on the different ways that Jesus is fulfilling the New Covenant.
Matthew 5: 17-19: Jesus himself talking about how he came to fulfil the old Covenant in the Sermon on the Mount (Could also look at Beatitudes as a way of living).
• Jesus summarised the 10 Commandments into two: Matthew 22: 34-39
• Jesus himself said that the Last Supper created the New Covenant (Matthew 26:28, Mark 14:24, Luke 22:20). 

TASK- “Then he took a cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. “

Bronze: Using the source, draw Jesus fulfilling the New Covenant.
Silver: Using the source, draw an example of Jesus fulfilling the Covenant and annotate your image.
Gold: Using the sources discussed in class, draw Jesus fulfilling the Covenant and explain your reasoning.
